COMMENT





Items are common to Monitoring the Future, NSDUH, Youth Risk Behavior Survey, and many State-mandated surveys, and have been found to be more sensitive to environmental changes in comparison to age of first use, frequency of use, etc.





Educators advise that other candidate measures (e.g., truancy, unexcused absence, etc.) lack consistent definition and/or timely calculation.








Educators advise that schools/LEAS do not consistently centralize records on referrals to behavioral health services by school personnel; treatment providers are unable and/or unwilling to extract data from patient records without reimbursement.  Conducting surveys could violate HIPAA and other medical privacy protections.





Indicators common to Youth Risk Behavior Survey and many State-mandated surveys; reduces psychometric problems presented by asking about specific behaviors.
